LIONS & LIONESS CLUBS SPONSORSHIP INFORMATION   
 

Individual Lion/Lioness Clubs make their own decision to provide Hearing Aids to needy individuals within their 
community.  It is then their responsibility to be satisfied that the person requesting help really needs both 
physical and financial assistance.  The physical answer comes from the Hearing Aid Provider/Care Center, whose 

audiologist must confirm the need, its degree of necessity, and the most suitable type of assistance.  The 
Sponsoring Club will be obligated to pay the costs of the Provider/Care Center which may include the test, the 
ear molds, the fitting and other services. This cost can be $250 per aid or higher and separate ear molds may 

be additional.  Your Society will cover the provision of the Refurbished Hearing Aids.  Nevertheless to avoid 

abuse of our service to those in need, we do ask that some investigation does take place. 
 
Once the Club decides to satisfy the request, Form 101, Refurbished Hearing Aid Request, must be 

started and the person instructed to obtain an appointment with a Hearing Aid Provider/Care Center 

in their Community.  This Form is available from the Society HA Bank or District Hearing Chair. 

 
The certified audiologist provides a copy of the audiogram and should state that Hearing Aids are necessary.  .  

This audiogram must be less than 6 months old and provide an indication of the extent of loss at the 
frequencies tested.  The audiologist should also include on the audiogram a report of the effects of masking (if 
needed), the results of the pure tone average, and the speech reception threshold.  

  

Clubs are advised to have the client sign a release to indicate agreement that the personal medical and financial 
information can be released to those Lions involved in providing the requested assistance.

On receipt, the request is given a File No which, with the Sponsor’s name, is used when referring to the 

Application.  Consequently, only the Sponsor, Society and Provider have the personal data.  When approved, 
the HA Bank Director authorizes contact between Provider and our Agencies so that the request may proceed.  
The District Hearing Chair and Sponsor Club should also receive notice of this authorization.   

 
When the order is met and the Provider receives the Hearing Aids, the Client is contacted for the final fitting.  
When satisfactorily completed the Provider bills the Club for their services, informing the HA Bank of the 
completion date and billing charge.  When paid by the Club, the HA Bank should be advised so that the file can 

be closed and the amount credited to the Club as a donation to the operation of our Society.  Constructive 
comments from either Provider or Club are most welcome. 
 

It should be noted that in certain circumstances – particularly with children - only New Hearing Aids 

will help the individual involved.  When these are recommended, costs increase and conditions are 

changed. Clubs should refer to our Form 201 for Sponsorship Instructions and the use of our Form
